


  

 



















 







 



 

 



In many IEA Task 14 member countries, static reactive power provision capability is required by PV 
systems, but its practical utilization is up to the local DSO. Typical applications for residential scale PV 
systems focus on autonomous ways of providing reactive power (that is without additional information 
and communication interface to the DSO), such as the provision of a fixed power factor. Utility scale PV 
systems typically come with a remote control interface that allows DSO to transmit reactive power set 
values to the PV plant. A list of the IEA Task 14 member countries which are currently demanding some 
sort of static reactive power provision by PV inverters can be found in the Annex.
